 Equipment Needed: Pull Buoy or Noodle Piece 

 Beginner/Intermediate Swimmers: Works on Gliding after Every Stroke 

 Advanced Swimmers: Works on Increasing Tempo with Faster Arm Pulls  

 How:  

o A swimmer holds the pull buoy out front and releases it to do one stroke then grabs it as they 

stretch to glide. 

o If a swimmer throws or pushes the buoy, then they have to glide for longer. 

o The younger swimmers pick up the drill faster as the older, advanced swimmers will overthink or 

try to cheat the drill. 

o The drill allows a coach of multiple levels to use one drill for multiple levels and work on what

1. PVS Outstanding Athlete Awards were voted on and the winners announced. A discussion was had on 

how to improve the process and the subcommittee who developed the current nomination form will

Committee on how the process can be improved. 

2. For Summer 2017, the PVS LC Championship meet locations have been a major focus for the Senior and 

Age Group Chairs.
